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Measuring For Base Cabinet Pull Out Shelves
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Four cabinet measurements will be needed in order to process an order for cabinet pull out shelves.  Those measurements are door opening (W)idth, door opening (H)eight, cabinet (D)epth and door (I)ntrusion.  Obtaining these measurements is quick and easy and will require a measuring tape or other measuring device that will measure to within 1/8”.  Let’s start with opening (W)idth. As shown in the picture, just measure from edge of opening on one side to the edge of the opening on the other side.

Measurement for opening (H)eight is from the bottom of the door opening to the top of the door opening.

Measurement for cabinet (D)epth will be from the front edge of the opening to the back wall of the cabinet.

Checking for (I)ntrusion is done by opening the cabinet door and checking that on the hinge side, that the door itself does not intrude into the door opening when the cabinet door is open, thus impeding the sliding action of a pull out.  If there is (I)ntrusion, then measure how much of the doorway is blocked.
